Malaysia is divided into two part: the Malay Peninsula to the south of
Thailand; and East Malaysia, located in northern Borneo.

The southern end of the Malay Peninsula used to be part of Malacca. In
1741 the Netherlands seized control of the area. In 1824 the Dutch traded this
territory to the British for Sumatra. In 1909 the Siamese kingdom ceded Kedah,
Perlis, Kelantan and Trengganu to the British. The British Empire thus controlled
the entire Malay Peninsula.

After the Second World War, the British gave independence to the
Malaysia alliance, in 1957; Malaysia itself was formed on September 16, 1963.

Malaysia's national motto reflects the country's diverse ethnic groups and
religions. While blessed with an abundance of natural resources, it is also a
technologically advanced country. The union of these diverse aspects is the
strength that propelled Malaysia to rank among the Newly Industrialized
Countries (NICs) and become one of the leading economies in ASEAN.

The country also has an official city called Putrajaya which was established in
1995. Malaysia has a total land area of 329,758 square kilometers and population
of 28.73 million.

Finland is known for snowy winters, reindeers, forests, and
swamps.

® Staff who cannot understand that you are not a technical expert, but need simple, basic
assistance, and worst of all, staff who are downright rude and not polite.

® Confusing recorded instructions, which result in you being passed from department to department.

® Technicians who do not keep their appointments.

Planning. During the planning stages of your vacation, you should contact consulates or tourist
bureaus, read guidebooks, and search the Internet to get information about your destination. For
a trip without unpleasant surprises, you had better learn about legal, health, and safety issues for
the countries you're visiting: these include visa requirements, recommendations for vaccinations,

health conditions, and crime. Arrange your itinerary beforehand.

Packing. Travel light. Take clothes that you can clean and wear again. Carry the minimum amount
of valuables necessary for your trip, and plan a place or places to hide them. Avoid wearing
clothing that marks you as a tourist. Wear little or no jewelry, and take nothing you could not replace.

Documents, cash, and credit cards. Valuables are best kept in the hotel’s safe. Avoid using fanny
packs, handbags, and putting your wallet in the rear pocket, which is often referred to as the

“fool’s pocket.”

You should always photocopy important documents such as passports, visas, airline tickets, and
credit cards. Keep copies at home and take ones with you. As a precaution, don’t keep everything

in the same place when traveling.

Baggage. Never leave baggage unattended. Secure and identify your luggage. Make sure your
name, address, and telephone number are inside and outside of each piece of luggage, using

covered luggage tags.

Health insurance. It's advisable to carry emergency medicine for medical problems. If your health
insurance doesn’t cover you abroad, you should consider purchasing a short-term health and

emergency assistance policy designed for travelers.

Hotels. Lock the door whenever you are in your room and use the safety devices provided. You

shouldn’t open your room door without verifying who is outside.
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Thieves. In order to protect yourself, be alert at all times. The most common areas for robberies
are markets, train and bus stations, on subway trains, or any other crowded place. So extra

caution should be taken in these places.

Don’t panic. You can plan every detail, but something may still go wrong. If you miss a flight or
even have something stolen or didn’t make it to the Great Wall of China, don’t panic, things will

work out in the end.

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If someone says, “I'm feeling a bit under the weather,”
it means that the person is sick, sad, or without energy.

So you say, “Put a little sunshine into your life.”

Research on SAD (Seasonal Affective Disorder) has focused
on the brain’s response to darkness and light. This condition has been linked to the shortened
daylight hours in winter. When your eyes detect darkness, a small gland in the brain releases
melatonin, which establishes sleep. When you are exposed to light, the production
of melatonin is diminished. Also serotonin, which promotes wakefulness and happiness,

is increased.

Ask a child to draw two pictures: one of a rainy day and the other of a sunny day. The stick figures
behind the raindrops will all have a frown on their faces. On the other hand, when the sun is
shining, the people will be smiling and even the pets will have a grin. This reflects people’s typical

reaction to darkness and light.

Seasonal affective disorder is more common in regions of the world that are farther away from the
equator, and so experience great seasonal changes in daylight hours. In Northern Europe, an
estimated 12 million people suffer from SAD. In the United States, approximately 4% to 6%
of the population may have it and a large number have milder “winter blues.” This condition strikes
mostly women in their 20s to 40s. Scientists aren’t sure why some people get seasonal affective
disorder and others don’t. One theory is that some sufferers may have a biological predisposition

to it.

Rachelle Strauss, 38, of Gloucestershire complained about the dreary English winters. She said
that by 10 A.M., she felt that she wanted to go back to bed. She felt sleepy and exhausted as the

dark days dragged on. However, when spring came around in March, she was back to her usual
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self, lively and full of energy. Then she discovered light therapy. It imitates light from the outdoors
and can help create a good mood. Many people such as Strauss have found relief from sitting in

front of a bright light box.

But light therapy doesn’t work for everyone. So the solution may be to live in a place that has lots

of sunshine, or maybe to put a large poster of an idyllic Caribbean beach on the wall of

your home.

Of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World,
Khufu's Pyramid (or the Pyramid of Cheops)
is the only survivor. The Great Pyramid is

located just outside Cairo, Egypt, and it is the
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best known structure in the world. When it was

built, the Great Pyramid was 145.75 meters

high, but over the years, it has lost part of its top.

It covered an area of 53,000 square meters.

That is large enough to hold the cathedrals of Florence, Milan, St. Peter's, Westminster Abbey,
and St. Paul's combined. The Great Pyramid remained the tallest structure on Earth for more than
43 centuries. It is still an impressive 138.7 meters today, and it must have been even more

impressive to visitors in the past, when there was no taller structure in the entire world.

Khufu’'s pyramid was an amazing architectural and engineering feat. To produce a structure of its
immense size, remarkable technical knowledge and organization were required.

The Great Pyramid was constructed with approximately 2,300,000 limestone and granite blocks
weighing from 2.5 to 50 tons each. How were these huge stones cut? Egyptologists believe that
copper and bronze saws must have been used to shape the blocks, but there is no definitive

evidence for this.

How were the blocks transported and raised to a height of 145 meters? Although it is not known
for certain how the blocks were put in place, several theories have been proposed. One theory
suggests that the Egyptians constructed a straight or spiral ramp that was raised as the work
proceeded. This ramp, covered with mud and water, facilitated the movement of the blocks, which
were pushed (or pulled) into place. Experts estimate that as many as 100,000 slaves were needed

to build the pyramid, which was erected over a period of approximately 20 years.

To this day, many questions remain unanswered. For example, in the 1920s, a Frenchman named
Antoine Bovis made a surprising discovery. In spite of the heat and the humidity inside the
pyramid, the dead body of an animal left in the main chamber did not decay, but instead
completely dehydrated. Bovis constructed a small-scale model of the pyramid and placed the
body of a dead cat inside. It did not decay. Similar experiments were done in the other places,
and all produced the same results. However, other researchers say that the strange effect was

the result of the climate inside the pyramids and not the pyramid shape itself.
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In any case, the people who built those pyramids have left mysteries that many scientists are still

trying to solve.
