The greatest threat is the wildlife
trade. Nevertheless, humans can help Hawksbills by reducing ocean litter and
plastic pollution, protecting their habitats and participating in conservation efforts.
By doing so, we can contribute to the preservation of these turtles.

In summary, Hawksbills are important to ecosystems, the environment and

humans. We all should be aware of their significance, prioritize their conservation,
