So, we have decided to give our listeners some useful tips on how you can
protect yourselves from this new danger.

If you are indoors and the ground starts to shake, you should get under a desk, table
or other furniture like that. It’s the only way you can protect yourself from falling
objects. Sadly, earthquakes can damage buildings, and even cause them to collapse!
So hiding under a table may well save your life! Remember to keep away from
windows and doors, too. This is the best way to make sure you don’t get cut by
broken glass. And for those of you who work in an office, stay clear of the lifts; they
are not a safe place to be! Lift cables can break and send the lift crashing to the
ground!

According to the NCDS, most people are outdoors during an earthquake. If that
applies to you, try to get to an open space away from buildings and trees. If you’re in
an open space, you won’t get trapped by any falling debris. Also remember to move
away from areas with overhead electrical wires; they can break and kill anybody
unlucky enough to be beneath them.

If you’re in your car, you should try to come to a quick stop, if it is safe for you to do
so. Try to avoid parking near or under buildings or bridges, as these locations can be
dangerous. When you’re safe, switch on your car radio and wait for news bulletins.
Most radio stations provide constant information on what you should do during
emergencies.

Last, but not least, try to stay calm and tell others not to panic. If you ever need
further help during an earthquake, you can call ‘Quakeline’ 24 hours a day, free of

charge on 0936 542 5483 ...
