This type of hockey does not require a lot
of equipment; you only need a 30-centimetre stick, a puck, a diving mask, a
glove and fins. You can also wear a mouth guard or ear guards too.

Anyone who can swim and dive well can play underwater hockey. You
can play it for fun, as well as play it professionally. Skills like teamwork and
endurance are also needed to excel at this sport. Underwater hockey is
gaining popularity around the world, with tournaments held in many

countries. If you are looking for a new sport or hobby, sive it a try!

Bees are amazing insects that live in large groups called colonies. They communicate
with each other in very interesting ways to keep the colony healthy and working

together. They communicate using chemicals, dancing and touch for their survival.

Bees use special chemical to send messages to other bees in the colony. The queen
bee can send a chemical signal to let the others know she is present, which helps
keep the colony organized. Bees also use chemical signals to find their way back to

the hive.

One of the most amazing ways bees communicate is through the "waggle dance."

When a bee finds a good food source, it returns to the hive and dances to show other
