Language Focus
Should/shouldn’t
We use should and shouldn't to make suggestions and give advice.

Affirmative form

Should comes first in the verb phrase (after the subject and before another verb).
Examples:

1. | should go home now.
2. You should exercise regularly

Negative form
The negative form of should is shouldn’t. We don’t use don’t, doesn’t, didn’t with should.

Examples:

1. There shouldn’t be many people at the beach today.
2. You shouldn't eat a lot of sugar.

Listening for detail

Usage:

Listening for detail is used when you want to get specific information, not just the main idea.

When you listen for details, you focus on specific information such as a number, name
or object. You can ignore anything that does not seem important so you will find the exact

details that you need.

Example:

1. In a listening test, if you need to write down someone’s age, listen for the words related
to age (‘old’, ‘young’, ‘years’, ‘date of birth’, etc.) or a number that could represent
that person’s age. If it is a conversation, you might wait to hear someone begin a

question with ‘How old...?’

2. In an interview, if you need to listen for someone’s educational background, you should
pay attention to phrases:

Listening strategy: Listening for gist

Listening for gist

Usage:
Listening for gist is used when you want to get the overall idea of what an audio text is saying

or describing without focusing too much on the details of that text.

When you want to know the general idea of what is being said, as well as who is speaking to

whom and why, and how successful they are in communicating their point.

Example:

When the learner tries to understand what is happening even if he or she can’t understand
every phrase or sentence. The learner is trying to pick up keywords, tone, and other clues so as
to make a guess at the meaning. For example, words such as cap, towel, waves, board, and
sunny have their own meanings but when you hear the words in a listening passage, they help

you understand the context in which they are used — in the context of a beach trip.

Usage: Listening for detail is used when you want to get specific information, not just the main
idea
When you listen for details, you focus on specific information such as a number, name

or object. You can ignore anything that does not deem important so you will find the exact
details that you need.
Example:
1. In a listening test, if you need to write down someone’s age, listen for the words related to
age (‘old’, ‘young’, ‘years’, ‘date of birth’, etc.) or a number that could represent that person’s
age. If it is a conversation, you might wait to hear someone begin a question with ‘How old...?’
2. In an interview, if you need to listen for someone’s educational background, you should pay
attention to phrases:

- | eraduated from ...

- | studied ...

- My degreeis in ...



Listening strategy: Listening for gist
Listening for gist
Usage: Listening for gist is used when you want to get the overall idea of what an audio text is

saying or describing without focussing too much on the details of that text.

when you want to know the general idea of what is being said, as well as who is

speaking to whom and why, and how successful they are in communicating their point.

Example: When the learner tries to understand what is happening even if he or she can’t
understand every phrase or sentence. The learner is trying to pick up keywords, tone, and other
clues so as to make a guess at the meaning. For example, words such as cap, towel, waves,
board, and sunny have their own meanings but when you hear the words in a listening passage,

they help you understand the context in which they are used in the context of a beach trip.
